See-Saw Fees explained.
As a result of feedback from parents we have simplified and standardised the way we charge our fees. To ensure there is as little confusion as possible we have produced this guide as to how fees are worked out:

Example 1:

Johnny (2 yrs old) attends Nursery for 3 days per week:

Daily charge = £35.00 per day

To calculate fees we take the daily rate (£35.00) and multiply it by the number of chargeable weeks in the year (50). We then divide it by 12 so we know what the monthly amount is.

We only charge for 50 weeks in the year as we are closed for a week at Christmas and also give a holiday discount of 2 weeks at 50%.

So Johnny’s weekly  fees will be £35.00 x 3 days = £105.00

Total number of weeks chargeable 50 x £105 = £5250
Monthly charge therefore = £5250 / 12 = £438.00
Example 2:

Sally ( 18 months ) does 2 half days per week.

Using the method outlined above:

½ day charge = £22.00
£22.00 x 2 (days) = £44.00

£44.00 (weekly cost) x 50 weeks = £2200.00

Monthly cost £2200.00 / 12 months = £183.00

Example 3.

Peter 2.5 yrs attends full time.

Full time = £31 per day

£31 x 5days = £155

£155 x 50 weeks = £7750.00

£7750 / 12 months = £646.00.
